Zócalo (Main Square), Government Palace, Cathedral, Santo 
Domingo and La Soledad Churches, Rufino Tamayo Museum,

Main Tourist Attractions in the Surrounding Area

Tule (ahuehuete cypress) Tree, Former 
Cuilapan Convent, Handicrafts towns: Arrazola, Teotitlán 
del Valle, Coyotepec and Ocotlán Hierve el Agua, a petrified 
waterfall.

Special Activities for Incentive Groups

Natural and Urban Landscape
Oaxaca and Monte Albán (an archaeological site close to 
the city that shouldn’t be missed) have been declared World 
Heritage Sites by UNESCO. A visit to Oaxaca should also include 
some of the surrounding towns that are within easy reach. Tule, 
which features a centuries old ahuehuete cypress tree; Mitla 
and Cuilapan are among the most important.

Urban Novelties
Oaxaca is one of the most picturesque cities in México and a 
wonderful place to walk around. Schedule free time so that 
the members of your incentive group can discover the city on 
their own.
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Shopping and Art
Oaxaca is a shopper’s paradise, especially for craft lovers. Plan a 
group visit to one of the city’s handicrafts markets or schedule 
free time to let the participants stroll around the Historic Center 
and discover places on their own.

Nightlife and Shows
Oaxaca’s most important festival is the Guelaguetza, which 
is held on the last two Mondays of July in an open-air 
amphitheater built high on a hill. It features regional dances 
and gifts for the audience. Reenactments of the Guelaguetza 
take place throughout the year.
